Their original arrangements  
use ensemble voicing, close harmony and improvisation to keep the music fresh and surprising. The group 
also plays original compositions arranged in the style of ‘60’s and ‘70’s jazz. 
 
The Unexplained Explainers are Mark Risjord on guitar, Karen Greene or alto and soprano saxophones,  
Kareem Khalifa on six-string bass and Andy Ditzler on drums. 
 
This is the 28th Atlanta Jazz Festival. During the 31 Days of Jazz, more than 100 entertainers will perform  
in various venues around the city. The series will be capped with a Memorial weekend concert series in  
Piedmont Park, May 28th-30th.
