I am all but certain that Senator Humphrey will be in Washington for one -
week, beginning next Tuesday or Wednesday (October 18th or 19th). He r

is scheduled to attend a major event on Thursday night, October 20th --

it is a very big (2500 people) fundraising kick off for the Humphrey
Institute of Public Affairs, which 1s being established at the University
of Minnesota, modeled after the Kennedy Institute of Government at
Harvard. It is a peoples event, tickets for the dinner are only $50.
Unless we have something unexpected in mind, it will almost certainly

be the Senator's last major public appearence. Full press coverage etc. L

I have been called by the Senator's office to find out if the President

might wish to make some remarks at the dinner. Although it begins at l
6:30, they have suggested a 9 P.M. Presidential appearence.

Since I don't know if the President has any other specific Humphrey
tribute plans, this opportunity looks pretty good. Since the Institute
is non-profit, public service and government related, the subject matter
would be a natural for the President. If he was seriously considering
the other option I suggested (and still strongly recommend) about the
Medal of Freedom, this event might even be a fitting forum for presentation. ¥
