Subject: September Housing Starts and Third Quarter GNP 
(released at 9:30 a.m., Friday) 

Housing Starts 

Housing starts rose by a surprisingly strong 9 percent 
i� September, to 1,544,000 units (from 1,416,000 units in 
August) . While a large part of the increase stemmed from a 
rise in HUD subsidized multi-unit structures, single-family 
starts rose by 5 percent. The rise was particularly concentrated 
in the Northeast region (where the increase was 65 percent) . 

Building permits rose by a very large 15 percent. 
Permits are not a good advance indicator of future starts. 
But, from experience, we think they tend to provide a 
good signal about whether or not the housing starts numbers 
are solid or a statistical aberration. In this case, the 
permit data confirm that the September increase in starts 
really occurred. 

In recent weeks I have been making a lot of speeches 
to business groups in large and small cities, and I am 
constantly bombarded with gloom and doom about what's going 
on in the housing industry. The data -- through September -­

simply do not confirm that picture. While it is conceivable 
that the higher interest rates suddenly began to affect the 
industry in the first two weeks of October, I find that 
hypothesis quite implausible. The only thing I can think 
of is that builders, realtors, and savings and loan 
executives are confusing their fears about the future 
with current reality. 
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GNP 

The first published estimate of third quarter GNP will 
show a 1 percent increase (annual rate). Final sales went 
up a strong 3.7 percent. Some inventory liquidation occurred. 
That's a good sign for continued GNP increases. 

The overall price index for GNP (the GNP deflator) rose 
9.1 percent, compared to a rise of ·10. 7 percent in the 
second quarter. (But, for technical reasons, the 10.7 was 
an overstatement, and the 9.1 is a slight understatement, 
of the overall rate of price increase.) 

Only six weeks ago everyone was predicting a continued 
drop in GNP in the third quarter.
