Former pro pitcher Larry Colton, who played for the Philadelphia Phillies, tells the story of the Southern
League's 1964 Birmingham Barons, the first integrated sports team in Alabama, as they competed at the
height of the civil rights protests.

May 21 at 7:00pm...Gianna Angelopoulous...My Greek Drama: Life, Love and One Woman’s
Olympic Effort to Bring Glory to Her Country.

In 1996, the prime minister of Greece appointed Gianna Angelopoulous to lead the country’s successful
campaign to host the 2004 Olympic Games. In 2000, when slow progress and gridlocked bureaucracy put
Athens in danger of losing the Games, she was asked to assume the presidency of the Athens 2004
Organizing Committee and save the project. This is her story.
